Steps for completing current events assignment.

3. Then write a one page analysis of the article answering the following questions:

a. Who is the author/s. What information can you find about him/her? 

b. How does the article relate to the country you are writing about? 

c. What processes/components of government does this article discuss.

d. In what ways does the government of your selected country differ from the United States?

e. In what ways is the government of your selected country the same as the United States?

f. Interesting tidbits in the article.

g. Then attach and staple your one page analysis to your annotated article.
